Wet materials can tend to stick to the cart, 
making it difficult to collect the cart contents. 
Here’s how you can prevent material from 
sticking inside the cart:

• Use crumpled-up balls of flyer sheets or
newspapers at the bottom of the green cart
before putting any food or yard waste in.

• Layer wet material
(kitchen scraps) with
dry material (leaves,
newspaper).

• Wrap high-moisture food
contents in newspapers or
flyers.

• Put the material into your
cart closer to collection day.
