
        Flood Hazard Management Bylaw No. 1872, 2023 

METHOD 1: The applicable Flood Construction Level is the level of the upstream flood 
elevation contour nearest the proposed footprint of the building for which the Flood 
Construction Level is being determined. 

METHOD 2: The applicable Flood Construction Level is determined by interpolation between 
the upstream and downstream flood elevation contours nearest to the proposed footprint of 
the building for which the flood construction level is being determined, as follows: 

a. identify the point along the perimeter of the proposed building (typically a
corner) that is closest to the nearest upstream flood elevation contour;

b. measure the shortest distance between that point and the nearest upstream
flood elevation contour;

c. measure the shortest distance between that point and the nearest downstream
flood elevation contour;

d. establish the flood level for that point by linearly interpolating between the
upstream and downstream flood level contours on the basis of the measured
distances, and

e. round the interpolated flood construction level to the nearest 0.1 meter.
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
