JOB SUMMARY

The Mechanic contributes to the effective operation of the Transportation Services Department through the diagnosis, repair and
modification of vehicles and equipment. This position supports the Transportation Services Department by assisting team members
in their duties, as required, to meet service expectations, departmental goals and objectives.

PRIMARY DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Assists in the inspection of equipment and arranges for necessary repairs.

Performs equipment repairs including diagnosis and road testing.
