Job Summary

The Lifeguard/Instructor contributes to the effective operation of the District 69 Recreation Department
through the provision of aquatic program services and the operation of the Ravensong Aquatic Centre.
This position supports the Recreation Department by assisting team members in their duties, as required,
to meet service expectations, departmental goals and objectives.

Primary Duties and Responsibilities

Reviews, adheres to, and supports the adherence to safe work procedures in the workplace and
generally promotes a safe work environment.

Provides direct hands-on leadership, including lifeguarding and instruction, in the provision of a wide
range of aquatic programs in the Ravensong Aquatic Centre.
