• The Regional District of Nanaimo’s Oceanside Place is open to the public who need relief from the high 
temperatures during regular business hours of 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. on weekdays. The facility will also be 
open outside of regular hours on Saturday from 1 p.m. to 5 p.m.  

• If the Environment Canada heat warning is extended to Sunday, August 1, the facility will again be open 
to the public from 1 p.m. to 5 p.m. 

• Public access is available in the arena lobby where residents and visitors are welcome to have a seat as 
well as use the water bottle fill station and public washrooms. Refillable water bottles are 
recommended as the water fountains remain unavailable in accordance with COVID safety protocols and 
there is a limited supply of bottled water onsite.
